What
inspires her work are the questions she has about various issues such as climate change. She
also uses her own liFe experiences aond her observations as inspiration. Taqr‘alik created a series
of works called Apirsait (the spirits we can call upon to guicle us in times of great heed). These
works were accompanied by a text a;king questions about events that were +aking place
around her at that time.
